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NOTICE OF FIRST OPEN HOUSE:
PROPOSED LITTLE JACKFISH RIVER
HYDROELECTRIC PROJECT

under the Class Environmental Assessment
for Waterpower Projects

Ontario Power Generation Inc. (OPG) is proposing to develop approximately 100
megawatts of renewable hydroelectric power through the construction of two generating
stations on the Little Jackfish River (Proposed Undertaking). The location of the Proposed
Undertaking is shown on the map and the anticipated zone of influence is within the Little
Jackfish River watershed. Each generating station would include a dam with a water intake
and by-pass structure, powerhouse and tailrace channel. Associated facilities would
include access roads, a large temporary construction camp and two transmission lines -
one connecting the two sites and the other connecting the project to the transmission
network line being proposed by Hydro One.

Under the provincial Environmental Assessment Act, the Proposed Undertaking is subject
to the Class Environmental Assessment (Class EA) for Waterpower Projects as a new
project on a managed waterway. The Class EA planning process requires OPG to
evaluate the positive and negative environmental effects of the Proposed Undertaking
and prepare an Environmental Report. The Proposed Undertaking is also expected to
require changes to the Nipigon River System Water Management Plan (WMP) which will
be pursued in accordance with Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources’ planning
requirements. OPG further expects that the Proposed Undertaking will be screened under
the Canadian Environmental Assessment Act. Over the next two years, OPG will use the
Class EA process as a basis for coordinating all future consultation required for the
planning stage of the Proposed Undertaking.

To encourage public participation, OPG will be carrying out two rounds of Open Houses.
The Open House in the Town of Nipigon will be held on November 24, 2009 at the
Canadian Legion from 3:00 p.m. - 8:00 p.m. The Open House in Armstrong will be held
on November 25, 2009 at the Lions Hall from 3:00 p.m. - 8:00 p.m.

The Open Houses will provide you with more information about the Proposed Undertaking
and some information about preliminary layouts of the proposed generating stations. You
will also have the opportunity to speak directly with representatives of OPG and its
environmental consulting team with regard to the Class EA. In addition OPG and the
Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources will have representatives present to answer
questions regarding the WMP. Your input and comments are an important contribution to
helping OPG develop an environmentally responsible project.

OPG will follow a separate process for notification and consultation with First Nations,
Métis and other Aboriginal communities, regulatory agencies and interested stakeholders.
Input received during all consultation processes will be considered and included as
appropriate in the Environmental Report.

OPG has retained SENES Consultants Limited, and will work with them to undertake the
Class EA process.
